THE EAGLE -- DID YOU KNOW?

Eagles are the birds that the Bible speaks of to represent the Christian life.

The eagle was created to rise above most other fowl. They have been spotted by pilots at 30,000
feet. God has created us to rise above our problems and see circumstances from His perspective.

The eagle’s talons are stronger than the lion’s jaws. The “weapons of our warfare are mighty
through God for the pulling down of strongholds..” II Corinthians 10

It takes years for an eagle to learn to soar. (Have we learned yet?) The eagle’s wing is stronger
per square inch than the wing of any jet. Eagles soar by taking advantage of the air currents and
they soar much more than they fly by beating their wings. (If we would soar on God’s Word we
would not waste so much time beating the air either).

Eagles build only one nest to last a lifetime. They nest at 10,000 feet or higher. The finished nest
weighs over 2 tons.

Eagles never migrate. The mother tends the eaglets and the father brings food.

Mother eagles prepare the baby to fly by removing all the downy soft nesting material from the
nest. She then pushes him out of the nest and the father eagle swoops down and catches him.
(No matter how close we come to disaster, the Lord is their to catch us if we rely on Him too.)
This action is repeated again and again until the baby learns to soar. When he leaves the nest, he
builds a small temporary nest for himself until he fully matures and mates.

The eagles greatest enemy is the snake. (They eat the eggs.) Not much else can live at the
heights of the eagle. The second enemy is man. (Sounds like the Christian).

Eagles preen their feathers at least one hour a day. They are prepared for their difficult life.
They also practice soaring 3-5 hours a day, in all weather conditions. They never put down their
guard.

Eagles face every storm by going out to meet it, facing into it, using the power of it to soar above
it.

May we as Christians, face our circumstances, rising above them with the help of our Father and
exchanging our puny faith and strength for His. We are free in Christ and can choose to have
Him live victorious life through us. He always soars!!!
